PLAY CRITIQUE
Written Format

250 pts.

Directions:  Your critique must be at least 350 words.  Each of the paragraphs contents are explained below.  It must be typed, New Roman Times font, size 12.  

The title of the play is your heading.  Your name and the current date are to go in the upper right hand corner; the ticket stub must be attached to the upper left hand corner. Remember that detail and specific examples from the play are essential in backing up your criticism of the production.

Paragraph Content

1. The opening paragraph should contain the basic story synopsis or plot, where and when the play takes place, the setting and who the main characters are (this information is often found in the program).  You must use the character and actors names
2. The next paragraph should contain a constructive critique of the performers.  You may choose to evaluate one actor, or perhaps an ensemble within the production.
3. The third paragraph should include an overall critique of the play.  Identify the weakest and/or strongest aspects of the play.  This could include the story line, acting or directing styles, set, lighting, costuming/makeup, or music.  Give several reasons for your choices and back them up with specific examples from the show.

4. The final paragraph should be your overall judgment of the play.  Was it worthwhile?  Did it make you think?  Would you recommend it to your friends and family?

All critiques are due one week after you have seen the production.  Exceptions to this would be plays that are seen over Winter and Spring breaks, and Presidents recess--  these critiques are then due one week after we return to school.
